
  
 

  
 

   
                 
 
 
 
 
  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 

In times of declining budgets and a rising number o f offenders 
correction systems are forced to be cost effective.  Investment in 
innovative tools that optimize processes can lead t o cost savings 
in the long run, relieve some burden from employees , and 
increase security. With TrackerPAL, SecureAlert has  developed a 
system that supports parole and probation officers keeping an 
eye on individuals. A centerpiece of this applicati on is MapTP. 
The geographic tracking capabilities of MapTP make it possible 
to track the movements of offenders online. 
 
 
 
SecureAlert has developed a telematics–based Internet system 
TrackerPAL for the prison service. The application combines GPS-
based location with a Geo-information system which has MapTP as its 
core component for the visualization of the geographic data. 
TrackerPAL sends the position of prisoners via GPS- chip to the 
control center. There, thanks to MapTP, judicial offi cials can see the 
real time position of prisoners on an interactive map. This intelligent 
use of mapping assists the guard in his work just like a real assistant: 
With Geofencing a geographic area – exclusion and inclusion areas - 
can be defi ned. If a prisoner approaches the area, an alarm is raised 
and the supervising officer is automatically notified. An additional 
function of the system enables the officer to communicate with the 
offender or take steps to resolve the alert. The advantages of the 
application are obvious: The system relieves some of the burden for 
parole and probation officers; expensive measures for re-socialization 
can be reduced significantly because offenders can remain within their 
familiar surroundings. MapTP gives the user of TrackerPAL definitive 
advantages in the care of offenders. High speed and precision of the 
MapTP services offer precise real time location of individuals. 
Officers always know where individuals are located because of the 
visual display and can react promptly and appropriately at any time. 
The system makes communities safer.
